Student Explores Medical Field

For Zeshan Khokher, the answer to the question,
Why do you want to study medicine? is a simple one:
“I truly care about people.”

Over the past year, Khokher has become an experienced biomedical
researcher while studying biology at Los Angeles Mission College.
Among other techniques, he has become an expert in tissue culture.
This is a technique in which unique animal cells are transferred

to a special environment so they can grow and divide for research
experiments. His research may someday help slow the progression
of Hereditary Inclusion Body Myopathy (HIBM), a genetic disorder
and form of cancer, with only 200 cases reported worldwide.

In January 2009, Mission College embarked on a partnership with
HIBM Research Group (HRG), a non-profit biomedical research
organization in Encino, California. HRG’s mission is to develop
treatment for HIBM utilizing current medical technology. Mission
College Life Sciences Chair Mike Reynolds has identified outstanding
science students at Mission to intern at HRG, Mannkind and

CSUN to gain hands on experience and an opportunity to learn

more about the biomedical field. In January, student Zeshan Khokher
began working part-time at HRG. His research involves taking live
mammalian cells and injecting these cells with GNE (Glucosamine
(UDP-N-acetyl)-2-epimerase/N-acetylmannosamine kinase), which
is known to cause HIBM. Khokher then takes the gene that causes
HIBM, transfers it to a Chinese hamster ovary cell, and studies

the effects.

Zeshan is pursuing an associate degree in biology at Mission College.
In summer 2008, he was invited by MannKind Corporation to take
part in a research and development program. He competed with
science students from other colleges such as USC and UCLA, was
interviewed by seven scientists, and landed the 12-week internship at
MannKind. Khokher was thrilled at the opportunity to intern with
the biopharmaceutical company because he knew he would be doing
something he’s passionate about. “If you really want something,
you’ll always find ways to learn and make it easier for yourself,”
says Khokher. The work is focused on the development of

therapeutic products for cancer patients.

Zeshan would like to become a physician and specialize in oncology.
He finds it fascinating the way the body and genetics work and says
“science allows you to learn about yourself and everything around
you.” He credits his success to Mission College. “Attending Los
Angeles Mission College has provided me with the foundation | need
to pursue my degree in biology. The instructors are wonderful and
will go out of their way to assist those who are passionate about
their dreams,” says Khokher.

Zeshan is 22 years young, married to Joeanaliza, and has a pet dog
and cat. He is family oriented and plans on having children someday
— but for now, studying is his priority.

Khokher plans to attend UCLA for his undergraduate degree and the
David Geffen School of Medicine for his graduate degree.

Prerequisites, Corequisites & Advisories

Prerequisite: A requirement that must be satisfied before enrolling in the target course.

Corequisite: A requirement that must be taken simultaneously with the target course. However, in some instances the corequisite

may be satisfied before enrolling into the target course.

AdViSOI‘yZ A course or condition that a student is advised (but not required) to meet prior to enrolling in the target course.

Registration Limitation
All students need to demonstrate meeting the prerequisite or
corequisite requirement in order to enroll into the target course.

« If the student satisfies the requirement by completing a
class with a grade of “C” or better at LAMC or through the
assessment process, he/she will be cleared for registering into
the target course.

« If the student has satisfied the prerequisite or corequisite
and/or placement at another college or through another method,
he/she must submit the appropriate documentation (i.e. an
unofficial transcript and/or placement results) to the counseling
office located in the Instructional and Student Services Building
(818.364.7655).

Once a counselor reviews the documents and finds that the
prerequisite or corequisite has been satisfied, the counselor
will issue a course placement authorization form. This form,
once signed by the counselor, needs to be turned into the
Admissions office along with the necessary add slip by the
student for processing.

Prerequisite Challenge

Students without transcripts or other proof of meeting the specified
prerequisite or corequisite but believe that they have other clear
and reliable evidence that they are adequately prepared to take
the target course may go through the prerequisite or corequisite
challenge process.

Prerequisite or corequisite may be challenged based on
the following:

1. The student has the knowledge or ability to succeed in the
target course despite not meeting the prerequisite or corequisite.
(Criteria for challenging based on knowledge or ability to succeed
will be determined by each Academic Department.);

2. The prerequisite or corequisite is not valid because it has not
been established in accordance with the District’s policy;

3. The prerequisite or corequiste is being applied in an unlawfully
discriminatory manner; and

4. The prerequisite or corequisite has not been made reasonably

available causing the student undue delay in completing his/her
educational goal.
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Prerequisite Challenge Process

1. Pick up the challenge form at the Counseling Office. It

is recommended that a student seeking to go through the
challenge process meet with a counselor to discuss the process
in further detail.

2. All challenge forms must be processed prior to the add deadline
as stated in the Schedule of Classes (please note: the challenge
process takes five working days to complete). Challenges filed

after this deadline will be considered for the following semester. If
space is available in a course when a student files a challenge to the
prerequisite or corequisite, the student will be allowed to enroll into
the course during the challenge process. If the challenge is approved
or the college fails to resolve the challenge within 5 working days,
the student shall be allowed to remain in the course. If the challenge
is denied, the student will be notified and dropped administratively.
If no space is available in the course when a challenge is filed and
approved, the student shall be permitted to enroll for the

following semester.

* Once the challenge is approved/denied and signed, the Chair and/
or Vice Chair of the department or designated faculty member will
return the form to the Matriculation Coordinator.

« If the challenge is approved, the student will be given a course
placement authorization that the student will take to Admissions
along with the necessary add form for processing.
